Minutes of the Meeting

In attendance:  Directors Beckendorff, Brandes, Groschke, Huebner, Morrison, Olsta, Patout, Sandel, Vaughn, and Ward; General Manager Holland, Administrative Assistant Paben, and Permitting Assistant Abney; Visitor Rick Welsh entered the board room at 6:04 PM. Director Blezinger joined the meeting at 6:10 PM.
1. Call to order

The meeting was called to order by President Patout at 6:00 PM.

2. Public Comment 
(Public comment is limited to a maximum of 5 minutes per speaker and/or 30 minutes total time for all speakers)
At the time Public Comment was called on, no public comment was made. Visitor Rick Welsh presented public comment when called on by the President during at the beginning of Agenda item #9.
3. Public Hearing to commence at 6:30PM – Proposed revisions to the District rules that establish provisions from this past legislative session relating to SOAH hearing. A copy of the proposed rules is available for review at the District Office at the address described above and on the District’s webpage at www.bluebonnetgroundwater.org 
There weren’t any public comments made.

4. Discussion and possible action to approve Amended FY 2012 District Budget.
GM Holland explained the major differences in the FY 2012 District Budget, which included the attendance to the Texas Groundwater Summit, redesign of the website, hydrogeological studies, and well classification studies. Upon review, Director Morrison moved to approve the Amended FY 2012 District Budget. Director Ward seconded. Motion carried.
5. Discussion and possible action to approve FY 2013 District Budget.
An overview of the proposed budget was presented by GM Holland and specifically addressed the items that were increased and the benefit it will add to the District. After review, Director Brandes moved to approve the FY 2013 District Budget. Director Olsta seconded. Motion carried.
6. Discussion and possible action to approve designations for Money Market Account.
Upon review of the designations, Director Morrison moved that the Board approve the designations for Money Market Account. Director Sandel seconded. Motion carried.
7. Discussion and possible action to approve new savings account.
After discussing the need to keep monies as liquid as possible since current money market account is reaching the limit and getting the current bank to present a pledge of security on increasing amount in account, Director Olsta moved to delay discussion and table the approval for a new savings account. Motion carried.
8. Discussion and possible action to approve the revised District Rules and readopt the District Rules.
After questions from the Directors, GM Holland discussed the ramification of the changes being made and that they are to be updated to represent the changes made to Chapter 36 by the legislature and that the changes to the District’s Rules are only in regards to the SOHA hearing. Director Morrison explained the process of a SOHA hearing to help give the Board a better understanding of the process. Director Sandel moved that the Board approve the revised District Rules and readopt the District Rules. Director Vaughn seconded. Motion carried.
9. Discussion and possible action to address agenda items for upcoming meetings.
President Patout called on Visitor Rick Welsh to present his public comment regarding the Pintail Landfill before the Board resumed its meeting and asked general questions about the process at which the landfill is at in their applications and permits with the TCEQ to which Welsh was called upon by the president to answer. The Board then fell back into discussion with the GM about the need to get input from the District’s lawyer and the District’s hydrogeologist about if the District had/saw any issues with the permit. Director Ward called for a Point of Order when Welsh made additional comments to the Board which were mentioned by Director Ward as being inappropriate since it was a Board discussion and were no longer taking public comments. Director Ward then moved that the Board instruct the General Manager to contact the District’s lawyer and the District’s hydrogeologist to determine costs and studies if they see fit after reviewing the permits and applications that have already been submitted to the TCEQ and to report back at the next Board Meeting. Director Morrison seconded. Motion carried.
10. Discussion and possible action to designate dates and times for FY 2013 Board of Directors Meetings.

Upon review, Director Morrison moved to approve the designated dates and times for the FY 2012 Board of Directors Meetings. Director Vaughn seconded. Motion carried.
11. Date for next Board meeting – October 17, 2012.
12. Adjourn 
There being no further business, Director Beckendorff moved that the meeting be adjourned. Director Ward seconded. Motion carried. The meeting was adjourned at 7:17 PM.
